1. Solo Pieces: Prepare a 2 1/2 -3 minute section for each of two (2)
contrasting pieces, one showing virtuosity, the other slow melodic

playing.

Because the solo repertoire for woodwind and brass instruments is so
unique and specific to your specific instrument, please discuss your
choice for an audition piece with your private instructor. They know
the literature and what would be best for you.
